Introduction
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Schott Music Group is one of the leading music and media publishing firms worldwide. Alongside its parent company in Mainz, it possesses active subsidiaries in major international markets. The publishing house was founded in Mainz in 1770 by the copper engraver and clarinettist Bernhard Schott, where the company headquarters continue to be based today in a listed Classical building dating back to 1792. Alongside music printing, the company has since been expanded to encompass a broad product catalogue and comprehensive range of services within the field of music.
The Schott Music Group is a modern international company which has remained exclusively family-run for six generations. For over 45 years, the CEO Dr Peter Hanser-Strecker has shaped the profile of the company. Around 200 employees from editorial, production and distribution departments work for composers, authors and customers, ensuring the generation of new repertoire in cooperation with its creators and displaying a passionate commitment every day to fulfil customer wishes from across the world within the field of music.
Currently, over forty publishing firms are now under the aegis of the Schott Music Group. The product range covers all areas of musical life, including performance and teaching literature, urtext editions, concert and operatic repertoire, performance material, study scores, collected editions, music books, periodicals, CDs, educational seminars, e-books and apps.
Products and services of the Schott Music Group
Music for the stage and concert hall
Opera houses and orchestras can hire performance material for around 10,000 stage and concert works from Schott Music. This also includes performance material prepared in historical and critical editions according to the latest musicological research, for example Wagner’s ten major operas, Boris Godunov by Modest Mussorgsky, and Les contes d’Hoffmann (The Tales of Hoffmann) by Jacques Offenbach.
An essential focus in the publishing programme is the – frequently exclusive – publication of classical modern and contemporary works; many influential composers of the 20th and 21st centuries such as Carl Orff, Igor Stravinsky, Paul Hindemith, György Ligeti, Krzysztof Penderecki, Hans Werner Henze, Toru Takemitsu, Toshio Hosokawa, Peter Eötvös, Xiaogang Ye and Mikis Theodorakis, who have entrusted their works to Schott. The publishing house continues to view part of its cultural mission as the discovery and promotion of outstanding international composers. Following this initiative, composers such as Jörg Widmann, Chaya Czernowin, Fazil Say, Vijay Iyer, Andrew Norman, Richard Ayres, Julian Anderson and Anno Schreier, among many others, have come to Schott.
Classical music and instrumental education

From playing their very first notes to attending orchestral auditions, the classical music and instrumental education catalogue covers a wide range of musical activities and targets musicians at all stages of their musical journey, from beginners to professional musicians. The range is augmented by performance material from publishers that have been adopted into the Schott catalogue over the past few decades, such as Chanterelle, Cranz, Hohner, Lienau, Möseler and Zimmermann.

The Edition Schott – often referred to as the “silver edition” due to its distinctive covers – is the largest series of classical works published today with an approximate total of 12,000 separate editions. The Edition Schott includes more than 20 series for individual instruments, from the Violin-Bibliothek (Violin Library) and Originalmusik für Blockflöte (Original Music for Recorder) to the Gitarren-Archiv (Guitar Archive), bringing together music from the Renaissance, Baroque, Classical and Romantic eras up to the modern offerings of contemporary music, covering all levels of instrumentation from solo to large orchestral forces.

Instrumental tutors for private teaching and music schools constitute an important element of the programme, ranging from Spiel und Spaß mit der Blockflöte by Gudrun Heyens, The European Piano Method by Fritz Emonts, the tutors Klavier spielen – mein schönstes Hobby, Piano Kids and the recent Piano Junior by Hans-Günter Heumann, to Die fröhliche Klarinette by Rudolf Mauz, the Cello Method by Gabriel Koeppen and the brand new Querflötenschule by Gefion Landgraf. Many instrumental tutors have been translated into other languages and are issued across the world as licensed editions. 

Over two million children have been introduced to the world of music by the two characters Musikater and Tripptrappmaus in recent years. When Musik und Tanz für Kinder was published in its first edition in 1985, it quickly grew to become the epitome of elementary musical education for pre-school children with its approach, combining child-focused learning with professional artistic standards. The imaginative assignments, songs and texts uniting language, and movement and music following in the tradition of the Orff Schulwerk, continue to inspire children today.

Today, Schott publishing programme has been augmented by methods and educational works for parent-child groups (Der Musikgarten), pre-school institutions, primary- and secondary schools and for the great variety of forms of cooperation which have arisen between these institutions. The Schul-Liederbuch, first published in 1984 for example, was recently issued in the comprehensively revised third edition as an indispensable resource for musical education in secondary schools.

Pop music

Pop music has long been part of the publishing portfolio and has developed to become a central part of music production during recent decades. After the launch of the most successful German-language keyboard tutor at the beginning of the 1980s (Der neue Weg zum Keyboardspiel by Axel Benthien) and the publication of standard works for the modern music school curriculum such as Rock Piano by Jürgen Moser, Schott began to focus on the issuing of songbooks featuring famous German pop artists during the 1990s (including Herbert Grönemeyer, Marius Müller-Westernhagen and Pur). The Top 100 Hit Collection, a quarterly presentation of current hits, retains its popularity to this day. The series Piano Lounge features well-known pop songs in cool bar piano style arrangements by Carsten Gerlitz. 

The pop team currently focuses on instrumental methods for major pop instruments (guitar, electric guitar, saxophone, keyboard and percussion) and easy to moderately-easy performance repertoire within the areas of rock, pop and jazz, also incorporating classical instruments such as the recorder and violin alongside customary pop instruments. Schott also continues to develop new concepts for beginners and self-taught adults (Jeder kann Gitarre, Ukulele spielen ohne Noten) and for ensemble playing in schools and music schools (Easy Charts Ensemble).

The Edition Eulenburg published by Schott is the most extensive series of scores in the world. It currently features over 1,200 orchestral and choral works, chamber music and music theatre compositions, with many of these also available as e-books. Encompassing major standard works from Baroque, Classical and Romantic periods and classical modern compositions, the Eulenburg pocket scores provide a universal library for professional musicians, teachers, students and music enthusiasts. More recent collaboration between Schott, Hunan Publishing and the Naxos CD label led to the creation of the Eulenburg Audio+Score series, which presents a study scores of major works packaged with a recording on CD, providing both a visual and audible impression of individual works.
Collected editions

In its role as an academic publisher, Schott is currently supervising twelve complete editions including publications of the complete works of Paul Hindemith, Arnold Schoenberg, Robert Schumann, Richard Strauss, Richard Wagner, Carl Maria von Weber and Kurt Weill. In collaboration with experienced musicologists, universities and research institutes, all existing sources have been examined and evaluated with the objective of providing a precise academic documentation of the entire musical output of an individual composer. 

Choral music

Choral music plays an important role in the publishing portfolio, offering works for all choral ensembles from mixed choir to children’s choir in series such as Schott Chormusik (Schott Choral Music) and Schott Kammerchor (Schott Chamber Choir). The programme includes classical choral works from all periods and stylistic areas, ranging from Orff’s world-famous Carmina Burana and the bestseller 200 Einsingübungen (Vocal Warm-ups) by Klaus Heizmann to new formats such as Chor to go – das Chorbuch für die Westentasche and Silberklang, the series for senior choirs. Every type of choir can find appropriate repertoire at Schott.

Digital Media

The Digital Media sector at Schott is responsible for providing music in non-printed form which is available to be downloaded across the world – for immediate printing or to be read from tablets. The team maintains contacts with numerous service companies and partners, develops music-related digital products and coordinates digital distribution both on their own and other platforms.

Music journals

Under the umbrella of Schott, six specialist music journals are issued, including the oldest surviving music journal in the world: Neue Zeitschrift für Musik, founded by Robert Schumann back in 1834. The periodical has always remained loyal to Schumann’s progressive concepts and continues to focus on contemporary music and associated fields including pop, jazz and sound art. In 1953, Schott created the periodical Das Orchester together with the Deutsche Orchestervereinigung to provide a specialist journal for professional orchestral players. For many years, Das Orchester has been the magazine with the most extensive range of employment advertisements for orchestral musicians worldwide and is read in more than 40 different countries. 

Schott publishes several periodicals on educational themes: üben & musizieren has contributed to the professionalisation of extracurricular musical education in music schools and private instrumental and vocal tuition for over 35 years. This publication is augmented by the educational journals Musik in der Grundschule and Musik, Spiel und Tanz which enable the publishing house to make a substantial contribution to elementary and scholastic musical education.
WERGO & intuition
As a member of the Schott family, WERGO is one of the most successful German labels for contemporary music. Recordings feature significant composers of the 20th and 21st centuries alongside members of the younger composer generation. The Wergo catalogue encompasses over 700 CDs recorded by leading contemporary music soloists and ensembles directed by outstanding conductors. The intuition label offers jazz fans more than 400 CD recordings by artists such as Abdullah Ibrahim, Maceo Parker, Joe Zawinul and many more besides.
music distribution services (mds)
The distribution and logistics centre, music distribution services (mds) is Schott Music Group’s largest subsidiary, distributing the publications of Schott and of more than 120 other publishers. Around 130,000 titles, including music, books, CDs and DVDs, are distributed around the world from Mainz. The modern high-bay warehouse currently houses over ten million individual items and the mds team processes more than a thousand customer orders from across the world every day.
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
